What Does It Mean? Demystifying Results of Academic and Intellectual Measures
Presenter: Joanne Bauman, Ph.D.

Knowledge of the content of intellectual and academic assessments can help in understanding the results of these assessment tools.  Presentation will include a brief description of the subtests of commonly used intellectual and academic assessments and a discussion of how they relate to problems in the area of receptive and expressive communication as well as the identification of Oral Expression and Listening Comprehension Learning Disabilities.
Learner objectives: Following this session, the learner will:
1. be able to identify ways in which results of the Wechsler Scales of Intelligence can be used to inform decision about communication difficulties.
2. be able to identify ways in which results of the Woodcock-Johnson-III Academic Achievement assessments can be used to inform decisions about communication difficulties.

Effective Parenting after a Brain Injury

Presenters: Alison Belkin M.S., CCC-SLP and Naomi Garcia MSW
This presentation will identify: 1) the various roles of parenting 2) general principles of effective parenting with a look at desired outcomes, 3) ways in which parenting after brain injury may be affected, 4) aspects of brain injury that may affect the successful return to the parenting role, 5) sample speech-language pathology tools and therapy ideas for how to address cognitive and communication impairments (that may also have secondary behavioral and psychosocial components) within the context of parenting.

Learner objectives: Following this session, the participants will:
1. Identify the roles of parenting

2. List three major principles of effective parenting

3. Describe ways in which brain injury may affect successful parenting

4. Create or adopt 3 new therapy tools to use in one’s practice

Professional Supervision in Speech-Language Pathology

Presenter: Connie Keintz, Ph.D., CCC-SLP

Many speech-language pathologists are asked during their career to provide supervision but have not had 

training.  This session will allow you to determine your current supervisory style and how to customize it to meet the needs of your supervisees.  Discussion of cases will provide insight into application of supervision theories commonly used in speech and language assessment and intervention. 
   
Learner objectives: Following this session, the participants will: 

1)  Determine supervisor qualities that each participant possesses and is using, 

2) Define differential supervision and explain its appropriate uses, 

3) Discuss how to provide positive and critical feedback during performance appraisals in speech and language assessments and intervention.   

Improve Speech Intelligibility and Establish Literacy Skills Simultaneously with Orthographic Instruction!
Presenter: Keli Richmond, M.S., CCC-SLP

Orthographic instruction (printed cues) is an approach that develops a strong literacy foundation while improving speech intelligibility and language skills.  Traditional techniques do not effectively activate the orthographic processor.  Early intervention, utilizing orthographic instruction, activates the orthographic processor with printed cues.  Students progress quickly and therapist/educator workloads are decreased! 

Learner objectives: Following this session, the participants will:
1. The participant will be able to describe the roles of the four reading/writing processors within the brain. 

2. The participant will be able to outline the suggested “letters to literacy” natural step progression.  

3. The participant will be able to explain the rationale for introducing orthographic instruction (printed cues) into therapy and classroom activities.

Applying Principles of Motor Learning to Treatment for Childhood Apraxia of Speech: New Evidence

Presenter: Kimberly Farinella, Ph.D., CCC-SLP

Research on nonspeech motor learning indicates that certain conditions of practice enhance retention and transfer of motor learning.  Despite repeated suggestions that these conditions may be relevant in treatment for motor speech disorders few published studies have systematically addressed these suggestions.  Childhood apraxia of speech (CAS) is considered a disorder of speech motor planning/programming, and as such may be sensitive to practice conditions that enhance motor learning.  Our research examined one main principle, namely practice schedule (the order in which different targets are practiced), and compared random practice to blocked practice in three children with CAS.  The results of this study will be presented, along with a discussion of a conceptual framework of speech motor planning and control that may aid in interpreting the research findings and developing further hypotheses about the nature of speech motor deficits in children with CAS.  The current evidence-based treatment approaches for CAS and the principles of motor learning that may influence treatment efficacy will also be discussed. Audio and video samples will be used to demonstrate various aspects of CAS and its treatment. 

Learner Objectives: Following this session, the participants will: 
1. be able to discuss a general conceptual framework of speech motor planning

2. be able to describe evidence-based intervention techniques and approaches to manage CAS 

3. be able to discuss the difference between performance and learning

4. be able to discuss a number of conditions of practice and their effects on motor learning

Learning Theory: Another Evidence Base for Our Practice

I will present some general concepts of learning theory (e.g. implicit learning, variability, statistical learning) and explain how they can be applied to treatments for children with language needs.  We will explore the idea that these seemingly esoteric concepts can have a strong influence on how we learn language.

2. be able to apply a principle of learning theory to a plan for a language intervention focused on word learning.

A Systematic Approach to Remediating Auditory Processing Disorders 

Presenter: Amy Canter, M.S., CCC-SLP

Experts believe that  providing sensory stimulation to the auditory centers of the brain helps students improve auditory attention, auditory memory, and auditory processing of verbal information.  This session will discuss current auditory processing research and theory and introduce a theory-based, direct, systematic educational-software approach to auditory training. 
Learner objectives: Following this session, the participants will: 

1. be able to discuss current theory and research as it relates to auditory processing and APD. 
2. be able to identify the impact of APD on success in the classroom. 

3. be able to explain two systematic approaches to remediation of APD. 

Spotting Speech/Language Problems Early – A First Things First Outreach Initiative 
Presenters: Barbara Kiernan, Ph.D. CCC-SLP and Carole Wymer, M.S., CCC-SLP
The University of Arizona’s CLC & GBC, supported by First Things First (FTF), is training early-childhood providers to recognize “red flags” of speech/language impairment, make referrals, and facilitate language development in early-care settings. This presentation overviews strategies and training approaches utilized and their implications for increasing early intervention in Arizona. 
Learner objectives:  Following this session,   the   participants will:
1. Describe the needs and challenges of providing early intervention in Arizona 

2. Identify current efforts at the state and local level to address need and overcome challenges 

3. Describe training program components designed to enlist preschool teachers and early care providers in providing a) early identification of speech and language disorders, and b) enriched language facilitation within their care settings. 

Apprentice or Expert? Community Re-Entry with Impact

This presentation will address the elements involved in becoming an expert in working with a patient in the community and how to prepare that person and their family for returning to "real life". The underlying tenets of "functional" therapy will be explored and applied to a variety of clinical settings.

Developmental Differences in Prototype Ratings 
Presenter: Christina Nicole Meyers, B.S. 

This poster is meant to illustrate how ratings of prototypicality of images differ in adults and children, and how these differences may provide insight into semantic development. 
Learner objectives: Following this session, the participants will:

1. understand  the relationship between prototype ratings and underlying semantic knowledge, 

2. be able to describe the developmental differences in prototype rating

3. be able to identify semantic features that are most likely to contribute to ratings of prototypicality. 
Effects of Test Presentation 

This poster looks at mode of standardized test presentation for children with autism and typically developing children. 

Compares traditional testing with booklet to testing with computer.  Presents performance and behavioral outcomes.
Learner objectives: Following this session, the participants will:

1. determine  if the mode of test presentation has a facilitative effect on how children with Autism Spectrum Disorder (ASD) perform on language tests 

2. determine  the influence of test presentation on typically developing 

children 

3. determine if undesirable/off-task behaviors are reduced in either condition 
Functional Treatment Ideas for TBI and Stroke Patients

Presenter: Kate Leising, Ph.D. 

This poster looks at treatment ideas for patients with low level aphasia that encompass written, visual, and auditory strategies
Learner Objectives: Following this session, the participants will be able to:

 

1.  Use a nonverbal communication strategy called "Written Choice/Auditory Communication" for low level, aphasic patients. 

2.  Use compensatory strategies to facilitate more independent management of medications in an accurate, timely manner.

3.  Use an inexpensive functional strategy to improve memory, reading, writing, temporal and sequencing skills with a memory log.

4.  Iimprove visual perceptual skills in patients with visual neglect.
