Importance of Language Learning Through Teaching of Social Skills to Students with Autism

The importance of play and social interaction when teaching students with autism have been proven by 

research.  The main difficulties children with autism have are imaginative play and social skills. Learning language entails interacting with other people and we need to use language when learning problem solving skills.  This is a skill we need to teach students with autism.  I will be talking about  Vygotsky,  Bruner, and Luria their theory and practical input of how important it is to learn language and social skills 

through play and experience. Through my own experience and many other researcher, we need to train 

and educate teachers,  special ed. teachers and speech language therapist in how to use play  when teaching language as a skill for communication and problem solving tool. I will show video clips to demonstrate the use of several good books and social kits. Social skills is always more than one - which means we are often the cause for lack of success in teaching.  We need to focus on our skills and the way we interact, we could be the problem.

Neuroanatomy Lab

Assisted by:   Krystal Mann, B.S., Emily Nairn, B.S., and Ann Bzdok,  B.S., Au.D. students at A.T. Stills University in Mesa, Arizona.
This presentation with interactive lab stations will take the participants on a journey from the peripheral structures of the audiovestibular system to the central pathways with emphasis on understanding the amazing central nervous system and its vast connections and functions.  The locations and functions of the auditory and vestibular brainstem nuclei and cortical structures will be reviewed.  The connections to the cortex, cerebellum, oculomotor nuclei, cerebellum and spinal cord will be explored. Vertebral column, skull, temporal bone, ventricle, ear and brain models will be used to provide participants with visual and tactile references for learning about the structures.

Learner objectives: Following this session ,  participants will: 

1.recognize and discuss the structures of the central auditory pathway from the cochlea to the cortex

2 recognize and discuss the structures of the central vestibular pathways from the peripheral end organs to the brainstem, cerebellum, spinal cord and cortex.

3.describe structural and functional aspects of the ventricular system and the neurovasculature.

This poster looks at treatment ideas for patients with low level aphasia that encompass written, visual, and auditory strategies

1.  Use a nonverbal communication strategy called "Written Choice/Auditory Communication" for low level, aphasic patients. 

2.  Use compensatory strategies to facilitate more independent management of medications in an accurate, timely manner.

3.  Use an inexpensive functional strategy to improve memory, reading, writing, temporal and sequencing skills with a memory log.

4.  Iimprove visual perceptual skills in patients with visual neglect.
